NOTES FOR COACHES AND UMPIRES

FOR CRO$SSTRICT GCAUIBGRADE

1. Rosters and ID Cards are required\at. games Umpires should check these before the meeting with coaches
takes place. Electronic copies are allowed in regular season league games.

2. Home team coach should have a Game Card to be used to fill out their roster of those present for the game and
have the visitor fill it out with their roster of those present. The umpires should keep this and use it to keep the score
by inning during the ame.

3. Teams will use roster batting.

All players present must play two (2) innings in the field. One of these inning must be in the first three (3) innings
played.

In both Baseball and Softball, the second visit to the mound to a team's pitcher Wilhregipitcher being

removed as the pitcher.

Basebal-in 5" & 6™ Grade(Midget and CrusadgDivisionspitchers are limited to 12 consecutive outs.7'l& 8™

Grade Cadet and Intermedigt®ivisionspitchers are limited to 21 consecutive outs. If a pitcher is removed before
reaching this number, he is not allowed to enter the game again as a pitcher, no matter the number of batters faced.

Softbalk-unlimited innings for pitchers in all age groupdf a pitcher is removed in the middle of an inning, and put

at another position on the field, she can return to pitch in that inning, after a minimum of one batter has completed
her time at bat. If the pitcher is removed and put on the bench she mantet to pitch in that inning but is

allowed to reenter and pitch in subsequent innings

4. For all regular season games, no new inning in Softball will start after 80 minutes and no new inning in Baseball
after 90 minutes.

5. In all games a meeting of th@da managers and the umpires should take place 5 minutes before the official

starting time of the scheduled game. The clock to start the 80 minutes for Softball or 90 minutes for Baseball starts
at the conclusion of this meeting. Please note this igélifféhan previous rules were the time started on the first

pitch.

6. Due to the time limit for the games, the umpires and coaches should work to keep the game moving between
innings. For the starting pitcher or a new pitcher who enters the game, theyayet dép pitches. For a pitcher

continuing in the game, he/she gets 5 pitches to start a new inning. The umpires should be ready to start play at this
time.

7. All games will use a 7 run per inning rule. For any game played in Archdiocesan Playofftemmevill not be

a run rule per inning.

8. The Mercy Rule for all games will be 15 after 3 innings, 12 after 4 innings, and 10 after 5 innings.

This will also apply in any Archdiocesan Playoff Game.

9. Stealing of all bases, including home, is allowed imtiaseball and Softball in all age groups

10. If a game is called for inclement weather or darkness, it is considered a complete game after 50 minutes or 3 1/2
innings

11. The home team manager should record the score in google sheets within 48 hours of the game

12. If both teams are at the playing site, and one of the teams does not have the required number to be considered a
game (8 players), we want the participants to be able to play due to the travel involved. The game is considered a
forfeit, but should be plage The umpires are required to work this game. Adjustments can be made such as team
short of players batting their lineup, and using some of the other team players in defensive positions while their team
is at bat. We recommend you not use siblieigsto fill in as we have to be sure all participants are on a CYC roster.
This can be a shortened game if both coaches agree.

2. Each CYC District's Executive Board Member or their representatiseswes the right to require a
mandatory review of rosters and ID cards prior to each game of normal league play.

3. Inall Archdiocesan and all District Playoff gamé&3YC ID cards and official CYC Reipted Roster must be
presented prior to the start of each game to the appointed official, and on request, to the opposing manager.
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4. In all contests where ID and Roster checks arpimed or requested, the appointed gaofficials or site
official must verify each player visually with ID card and officialtess The opposing manager is allowed to
observe the verifation process. Late players, prior to entering the game, must display their ID card to the
appointed €ficial.

5. Roster and ID Cards (for players, managers and coaches) need to be presented prior to the start of the
game. If unable to present, that person should not participate.

The grace period for the start of the game as stated in this rulebookyoubylistrict, is also the time available

to present the required materials.

If a paper or electronic copy of an Official CYC Roster is not presented prior to the game, then the game will be
declared a forfeit and not played.

A coach/manager cannot paiifi@ate in the game until their CYC Picture ID is presented or an electronic copy of
it is presented. If there are no rostered coach (or coaches waivered by the district for the game) meeting this
requirement, then the game will be declared a forfeit anglagted.

A player cannot participate in the game until a CYC Picture ID is presented or @roelecopy of it is

presented.

If there are not enough players to start the game, players from other CYC teams can be used as long as they are
on a current C roster and a CYC picture ID is provided. (Electronic copies can be used.)
In this situation, the game should be playedt is declared a forfeit.

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9. MINIMUM PLAYING REQUIREMENT

All eligible players on the bench must participate in each game. Failure to do so may result in forfeiture.
Archdiocesan Official, District Chairpson or Sports Chairpspn has the authority to further discipline the
coach or manager.

There is no mandated length of playing time during league play. However, taking into consideration the number
of players on a team, we highly recommend that ebslepplay at least 25% of each game. Failure to comply

with the spirit of this recommendation may result in disciplinary action by the Parish, District and/or CYC

Office.

THE 25% MINIMUM PLAYING TIME WILL BE MANDATORY DURING ALLTRECT AND
ARCHDIOCE®&N PLAYOFF GAMES.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE MINIMUM PLAYING TIME DURING PLAYOFFS MAY RESULT IN
FORFEITURE OF GAME AND FURTHER DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS.

Deliberately wearing the helmet improperly or deliberatelywimy the helmet during a live ball play and seen by the
umpire as a deliberate act shall cause the violator to be declared out immediately. The ball remains alive.

Rule 8, Sec. 61 VISIT TO MOUND:
A league shall adopt the following rule pertaining to the visit of the manager or coach to the pitcher:
A.) This rule limits the number of trips a manager or coach may make to any one pitcher in any one inning.
B.) A 2ndtrip to the same pitcher in the same inningwilh u s e t hi s piemovaler 6 s aut omat i
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C.) The manager or coach is prohibited from making a second visit to the mound while the same batter is at bat; but
*D.) If a pinch hitter is substituted for thbatter the manager or coach may make a second visit to the mound but must
remove the pitcher. A manager or coach is considered to have concluded his visit to thevheruhd crosses the foul
line.

If the manager or coach goes to the catcher or ddiehnd that player then goes to the mound or the pitcher comes to him
at his position before there is an intervening play (a pitch or other play) that will be the same as the manager ongdach goi
the mound.

Any attempt to evade or circurent thisrule by the managemach going to the catcher or an infielder and then that player
going to the mound to confer with the pitcher shall constitute a trip to the mound.

If the coach goes to the mound and removes a pitcher and then the manager goesundttetaik with the new pitcher, that
will constitute one trip to that new pitcher that inning.

In a case where a manager has made his first trip to the mound and then returns the second time to the mound in the same
inning with the same pitcher in tlIgame and the same batter at bat, after being warned by the umpire that he cannot return to the
mound, the manager shall be removed from the game and the pitcher required to pitch to the batter until he is retwad or gets
base. After the batter is regit, or becomes a base runner, then this pitcher must be removed from the game. The manager
should be notifiedhat theirpitcher will be removed from the game after he pitches to one batter, so he can have a substitute
pitcher warmed up.

RULE 9. - PROTEST PROCEDURE
Rule 9 - PROTESTS:
A.) Misinterpretation of a playing rule must be made before the next plaiycbr(legal or illegal) or, before all fielders have
left fair territory, or if on the last play of the game, before the umpires leave the playing field.
B.) lllegal player must be made while they are in the game and before the umpires leave thdigldying
Note: (a, b) an umpire cannot reverse a decision after a pitch (legal or illegal) to the next batter.
C.) Ineligible player can be made any time. Eligibility is the decision of the protest committee.

RULE 10.- THE UMPIRE
Rule 10,Sec. 1 APPOINTING OF UMPIRES:
A.) The Sports Director or designeshall appoint one or more umpires to officiate at é2lshmpionship game. The
umpires shall be responsible for the conduct of the game in accordance with these official rules and for
maintainingdiscipline and order on the playing field during the game.

B.) Each umpire is the representativeld teague and is authorizegtjuired toenforce all of these rules. Each umpire has
authority to order a player, coach, or manager to do or rdfimdoing anything, which affects the administering
of these rules, and to enforce the prescribed penalties.

C.) Each umpire has authority to rule on any point not specifically covered in these rules.

D.) Each umpire has authority to disqualify any player, coach, manager or substitligefiing to decision or for
unsportsmanlike conduct or language, and to eject such disqualified person from the playing field. If an umpire
disqualifies a player whila play is in progress, the disqualification shall not take effect until no further action is
possible in that play.

E.) Each umpire has authority at his discretion to eject from the playing field
1.) Any person whose duties permit his presence on the Bech aground crew members, etc. and
2.) Any spectator or other person not authorized to be on the playing field.

F.) Itis mandatory that the plate umpire wears mask, chest protector, shin guards pitutegtorand a protective
cup.

Rule 10, Sec. 2ANY UMPI| RE 6 SN WHECE INYOLOES JUDGMENT:

A.) Such as, but not limited to, whether a batted ball is fair or foul, whether a pitch is a strike or a ball, or whether a

runner is safe or out, is final. No player, manager, coachbstitute shall object to any such judgmeal.

BALLS AND STRIKES will not be permitted. They should be warned if they starttfe plate to protest the call. If they
continue, they will be ejected from the game.

B) I'f there is reasonable doubt t hat ruesthe mamager mag dppeald e c i
the decision and ask that a correct rulingriz@le. Such appeal shall be to the umpire who made the protested
decision.

C.) If adecision is appealed, the umpire making the decision may ask another umipiferfoation before making a
final decision. No umpire shall criticize, seektoreverseart er f er e wi t h anot her umpi i
to do so by the umpire making it.
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The umpire or the catcher may request the plate umpire to ask his partner for help on a half swing when the plate umpire
calls the pitch a ball, but not when the hiis called a strike. The manager may not complain that the umpire made an improper
call, but only that he did not ask his partner for help. Field umpires must be alerted to the request from the platedumpire a
quickly respond. Managers may not protést tall of a ball or strike on the pretense they are asking for information about a half
swing. Appeals on a half swing may be made only on the call of ball and when asked to appeal, the home plate umpgre must |
to a base umpire for his judgment oe thalf swing. Should the base umpire call the pitch a strike, the strike call shall prevail.

Base runners must be alert to the possibility that the base umpire on appeal from the plate umpire may reverse the call of
balltothec al I of a stri ke, in which event the runner i s in e
alert in a basstealing situation if the base umpire upon appeal reverses a ball call to a strike from the plate umpire.

The ball isin play on appeal on a half swing.

On a half swing, if the manager comes out to argue with first or third base umpire and if after being warned he persists in
arguing, he can be ejected as he is now arguing over a called ball or strike.

D.) No umpire maybe replaced during a game unless he is injured or becomes ill.

Rule 10,Sec. 37 UMPIRE JURISDICTION:

A.) If there is only one umpire, he shall have complete jurisdiction in administerimgléise He may take any
position on the playing field whichilvenable him to discharge his duties (usually behind the catcher, but
sometimes behind the pitcher if there are runners).

B.) If there are two or more umpireme shall be designated platmpire and thethers field umpires. The Playoff

Committee, Digrict, District Umpire Coordinator or his designee shall designate one umpire timpingef. The

duties of the umpirén-chief are:

1.) Take full charge of, and be responsible for, the proper conduct of the game.
2.) Decide when a game shall fugfeited.
3.) If a time limit has been set, announce the fact and the time set before the game starts.
4.) Announce any special ground rules, at his discretion.
Rule 10,Sec. 47 UMPIRE DUTIES:

Take concurrent jurisdiction with thate umpirda n c al | i n g iliegallpikdies, or ddfamdmkns qr
discoloration of the ball by any player.
3.) Aid the umpirein-chief in every manner in enforcing the rules, and exceptingdier to forfeit the game,
shall have equal authority with the urmgin-chief in administering and enforcing the rules and maintaining discipline.
C.) If different decisions should be made on one play by different umpires, the timpinef shall call all the umpires
into consultation, with no mager or player present.
After consultation, the umpirim-chief (unlessthe PlayoffCommittee or the District may have designated another unmjpire
shall determine which decision shall prevail, based on which umpire was in best position and which dasisiostiikely
correct. Play shall proceed as if only the final decision had been made.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS TO UMPIRES
Umpires, on the field, should not indulge in conversation with players. Keep out of the coaching box and do not tadkath the ¢
onduty.
Keep your uniform in good condition. Be active and alert on the field.
Do not allow criticism to keep you from studying out bad situations that may lead to protested games. Carry your ttigbook.
better to consult the rules and hold up thmmgaen minutes to decide a knotty problem than to have a game thrown out on protes
and replayed.

Keep the game nving. A ball game is often helped by energetic and earnest work of the umpire.
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You are the only official representative of baseball orbtiEfield. It is often a trying position which requires the exercise of
much patience and good judgment, but do not forget that the first essential in working out of a bad situation is to &egp your
temper and selfontrol.

Any exposed
met al on finger or knee may be consi de-cel dowlreeayey rubbef or @herc ur e
material of the same thickness and having similar physical properties.

A team may start, continue or finish with eight players. This rule applies to all District and Archdiocesan Playoff Games.

Teams not ready to staxfthin 15 minutes after scheduled starting time shall forfeit unless the team has an excuse satisfactory to
the District Baseball Committee.

COLLISION RULE: In the judgment of the umpire when a defensive player has the ball and is waiting for the ndnther a
runner remains on his feet and deliberately, with great force, crashes into the defensive player, the runner is talmitleclare

EFFECT: The runner is out, the ball is dead and all other runners must return to the last base touched affttiestoolision.

NOTE: In the judgment of the umpire if the act is determined to be flagrant the offender shall be ejected.
The District will determine the time limit of the game.

NOTE: Substitution must occur #te time the team is taking the field for defensive position except for the pitcher, (pitcher can
remain on the field and replace another defende,any injured player.
