The 2010 season will offer some exciting changes from the recent past. This year the CY C will offer a
greater variety of leagues that will accommodate the desires of more teams. Foremost will be the
introduction of the CYC Premier League. The Premier League’ s games will be a St. Louis University,
mainly on Monday nights.

It will be geared for those teams that are looking for more competitive games. The first game will start at
7:00PM which will make it less of alogistical nightmare for many players. Managers will have input into
the league’ s structure.

Carondelet Park comes back on line thisyear. It allows usto offer aleague on Thursday nights that will
be more affordable while still offering great week night baseball. The Wood Bat League is till offered
on Monday at Forest Park. The other week night league for 2010 will play at Forest Park on Tuesday. As
in the past, Sunday games will be played at Forest Park and K oeneman.

Teams in the 13 game leagues should expect to play at least some doubleheaders. All teams should
expect to play some games on a day other than their league’ s primary day. So when listing your conflicts
please kept the aternate days in mind and list conflicts you have on those days. In the past we have
accommodated all conflicts listed on the applications. Once the schedule has been published it becomes a
lot harder to work around new conflicts while also rescheduling rainouts.

We hope to have play completed by August 29th. The next 10 days are set aside for make-up games, if
needed. Playoffswill start on Sept. 12".

If your team has alot of college students that will be leaving town in mid-August, please note that on your
application. We will try to front load your leagues games so that your team can play all your league
games before going back to school. We will aso eliminate your team from playoff consideration.
Procedurefor field assgnment is:
1. If you had ateam in the 2009 season, you will be given preference on field selection until May
10, 2010. Fieldswill be assigned on afirst apply basis to teams when their application and full
league fee is received.
2. New teams will have their applications dated when the league fee is received. They will be
assigned fields, based on availability, after May 14™.

NO APPLICATION WILL BE ACCEPTED WITHOUT FULL PAYMENT, THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS.
TEAMSWHO HAVE NOT PAID IN FULL WILL NOT BE PUT IN A LEAGUE UNTIL THEIR FEE ISPAID IN
FULL. PLEASE DO NOT SEND MULTIPLE CHECKS, HAVE INDIVIDUALSMAKE OUT THEIR CHECK TO

YOU AND MAIL ONE CHECK PAYABLE TO THE P€CYC” FOR THE TOTAL LEAGUE FEE.
