Conway was introduced as SLU’s head softball coach during 
the summer of 2006. He directed the Billikens to the best 
season in program history in 2007, surpassing numerous single-
season school records. Saint Louis achieved a school-record 
29 victories and advanced to the title game of the Atlantic 10 
Conference Softball Championship. SLU has qualified for the 
A-10 Championship during each of Conway’s four seasons, and 
the Bills have established 18 team season standards during his 
tenure. 

Conway is still integrally involved in the club scene in St. Louis. 
He has coached the highly-touted St. Louis Chaos and St. 
Louis Sluggers summer select teams, and his clubs have made 
numerous Amateur Softball Association (ASA) and National 
Softball Association (NSA) regional and national appearances.
